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DETAILS OF MATERNAL DEATHS

1. Non-booked case  Serial No. 1935/67 Age: 34 Gravida 1 Para 0

This patient who gave a history of having disseminated lupus
erythematosus treated with steroids for 3 years was referred by the
medical unit for admission at 27 weeks gestation. On examination
after admission proteinuria, hypertension with blood pressure 170/120
mm. Hg. and a grade IV fundi were found. The X-ray of chest
showed an enlarged heart with clear lung fields. The blood urea
was 64 mg% and E.SR. 38 mm./hr. The pregnant uterus was
clinically 2 weeks smaller than the period of gestation but foetal

heart was audible.

Her condition deteriorated despite treatment with steroids,
hypotensive drugs and diuretics,. One week after admission, the
blood urea rose to 152 mg.% and termunation of pregnancy was
decided. At the maturity of 28 weeks, elective L.S.C.S. was performed
and a live, male baby weighing 1176 gms. was delivered. Patient
stood the operation well but hypertension and proteinuria persisted.
On the 3rd post-operative day, she suddenly complained of severe
headache which was soon followed by coma with dilated pupils and

bradycardia and death occurred within 2 hours.
Permission for autopsy could not be obtained.
Diagnosis: Disseminated Iupus erythematosus.

Cause of death: Cerebral vascular accident.
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2. Booked case Serial No. 2163/67 Age: 26 Gravida 2 Para 1

This patient had a L.S.C.S. for breech presentation with a
contracted pelvis 2 years previously. She was booked at 22 weeks
gestation and subsequently seen at 27 weeks and 31 weeks. During
the last visit, she was found to have a blood pressure of 140/90 mm.
Hg with ankle oedema and was admitted for treatment.

Examination on admission revealed the “pregnant uterus” to
be 2 weeks larger than the period of gestation with unduly bulging
hypogastrium. The foetal parts were easily palpable in the upper
part of the abdomen. There was no history of any antepartum
haemorrhage. X-ray of abdomen together with a cystogram showed
a single foetus of corresponding maturity and a normal bladder shadow.
The {foetal head was palpable in the anterior fornix. A weakness of
the lower segment scar was diagnosed clinically. She responded
well to treatment for toxaemia with dwaretics as well as bed rest and
remained normotensive.

At maturity of 36 weeks, she apparently went into spontaneous
labour and laparotomy was performed. At operation, an advanced
ectopic pregnancy was found. A live female baby weighing 1956
gms. was delivered without difficulty from the gestational sac. There
was profuse bleeding from the placental site which spread over the
entire pelvis. Subtotal hysterectomy and ligation of both internal
iliac arteries were performed Patient went into shock due to
haemorrhage and was resuscitated with 5 pints of blood transfusion.
However, she developed recurrent episodes of cardiac arrest despite
internal and external cardiac massage and died 1 hour after the
operation.

Permission for autopsy could not be obtained.
Diagnosis: Advanced ectopic pregnancy.

Cause of death: Haemorrhage, shock and cardiac arrest.
