She has been suffering from post-concussion epilepsy since
the age of four and is under luminal treatment. Subsequent visits were
irregular up to 32 weeks when multiple pregnancy was suspected and
triplets were confirmed by X-ray abdomen. She was admitted
repeatedly for rest and control of oedema since there was no anaemia.
Blood pressure remained normal until 38 6/7 weeks when it rose to
