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PROLOGUE

The University of Hong Kong School of Professional and Continuing Education (HKU SPACE) has over the past
48 years enrolled a total of over 1.4 million students since its inception in 1956, and is currently accommodating
student enrolments exceeding 100,000 annually since 2002. Over the years, the School has grown to be the
pioneer and leading provider of continuing and professional education and life-long learning in Hong Kong with
the largest pool of alumni. To many of us, it is obvious that the formation of the HKU SPACE ALUMNI is long
overdue.

Under the leadership of our prominent alumnus, Dr. Peter C.Y. Lee, a preparatory committee was established in
early 2004 to make afrangements for the setting-up of the long-awaited ALUMNI for students and graduates as
well as staff of ‘HK‘U SPACE. After six months of hard work by all, the ALUMNI Council, responsible for laying
the foundation for future development, was formed under the Presidency of Dr. Lee, a student in the “Music
Appreciation” course of the former Department of Extra Mural Studies in the early 60's.

With the help of Mr. Kan Fook-yee and Ms. Mary Jean Reimer, the ALUMNI Council moved fast to draft the
constitution of the ALUMNI, to prepare the registration documents and to draw up the composition of the 19-
member ALUMNI Council, which is made up of 16 past students, one former teacher and two members of the
senior management of the School. It will be the governing body of the HKU SPACE ALUMNI. These past students
in the Council are all professionals holding senior positions in the civil service, public utilities and the private sector.
With such conglomeration of experience and expertise, HKU SPACE ALUMNI is expected to go from strength to
strength by uniﬁng, all concerned towards the goal of fostering a culture of lifelong learning for Hong Kong.

Our coming together, through the HKU SPACE ALUMNI Network,
is likely to produce ijOI’tS of unexpected and pleasant or even profitable outcomes to our mutual advantage,
which may not necessaniy be confined to only financial considerations. That is why our organization — the HKU
SPACE ALUMNI - is so important. This is one of the many reasons why we should vaiue each other and value our
ALUMNI membership. But to stay connected could be a problem. To have occasional dinners or get-togethers
- to meet and then disperse — may not be enough.

One solution is the drganization of Group Tours to different destinations, either locally or abroad, when ALUMNI
members could be kept together in close quarters for durations of half-a-day, one or two days, or one or two
weeks. The first "‘f‘:Ekperimental Group Tour” went to Macau over the weekend of 22-23 May, and was most
successful in evéryyy respect. The most important lesson learned is that the Tour was most conducive to the fostering
of fellowship, the promotion of a spirit of camaraderie and the nurturing of friendships, etc., which is exactly what
we hoped to achieve. This Tour is being reported elsewhere in this Brochure. | expect that many similar tours will
be organized in future. This is the unique “Means of Connection”, and is so defined on the assumption that Tour
Groups could be the vital bonding nexus between ALUMNI members.

However, for the ALUMNI to stick together, the best thing is to have a common commitment. If you share a
commitment, then you belong. To paraphrase Jack Kennedy's Inauguration Address: “Ask not what HKU SPACE
can do for you, ask what you can do for HKU SPACE!" HKU SPACE is a well-run organization and is completely
self-sufficient. Yau cannot donate money to HKU SPACE without insulting Professor Enoch Young. But there
is the HKU SPACE Commumty College with over 4,000 students, some of whom may be in need of financial
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assistance. That is why | advocate that, as our first public project, HKU SPACE ALUMNI should create a “"HKU
SPACE ALUMNI Education Fund”. | am not asking you to donate $1 million or $10 million in one go, and then
forget about it. You are recommended to donate only small sums, say $100 per month, for say three, five or
ten years. You will then have the perception of commitment and the thrill of belonging to HKU SPACE. What
is more, you will have a sense of togetherness because you know every body else is doing the same thing. HKU
SPACE ALUMNI will absorb all administrative expenses, which means that every cent you contribute will go to
the “Education Fund” for financial assistance to needy students. HKU SPACE ALUMNI is an open book with no
hidden agenda. The distribution of the “FUND" will be at the discretion of the ALUMNI Council according to the
rules and regulations to be formulated after due consultation with the authorities in HKU SPACE and HKU SPACE
Community College. You will be kept fully informed.

HKU SPACE ALUMNI may consider publishing a Journal or Magazine for the ALUMNI at regular intervals — bi-
weekly, monthly, bi-monthly or whatever. With its huge reservoir of different varieties and diversities of talents
from every conceivable field of human endeavour amongst the HKU SPACE ALUMNI membership most likely to
be persuaded to become potential authors, contributors, writers, etc., to write on a multiplicity of subjects for the
Journal or Magazine, coupled with its anticipated large circulation, the publication should be able to earn a lot of
money to finance our activities. At the same time, it would serve as the Forum for our members to air whatever
opinions they may wish to share with the rest of us. | took the liberty to give impetus to certain preliminaries in this
respect, and am glad to break the news that Ms. Leonie Ki, an eminent alumna and a past lecturer in HKU SPACE,
has agreed in principle to act as consultant to the proposed journal or magazine, if approached.

From what has been said, there are already three definite projects for the HKU SPACE ALUMNI Council to tackle
as soon as it meets after this Inauguration: namely, the organization of “Tour Groups”, the setting-up of “HKU
SPACE ALUMNI Education Fund" and the publication of the “ALUMNI Journal or Magazine". To start the ball
rolling for the “Education Fund”, | pledge here and now to contribute $1,000 monthly for ten years to the HKU
SPACE ALUMNI Education Fund.

You may well ask, “What are the future prospects of HKU SPACE ALUMNI?" My answer is that the prospects are
unlimited! But one thing | must say for sure, and that is, HKU SPACE ALUMNI must never be a political party.
If we ever become a political party, we would be bound by a single ideology and so on. We, in HKU SPACE
ALUMNI, welcome all ideologies and accommodate all beliefs. Having said that, we as a group can be important

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vocal advocates of any ind of social issues or coﬂcernsf or needs. For example, we may want to protect the
harbour, or to ener Hong Kong, or to‘converf‘t‘he abandoned old airport runway in Kowloon Bay into
an uttra—modemyr - Terminal. Any member may pfo‘pose any subject for discussion at general meetings. We
can certainly deal with affairs of Hong Kong, or even df government, without indulging in political or ideological
debates. In that sense, if well-organized, HKU SPACE ALUMNI could be a very strong voice for the people of
Hong Kong. And that is exactly what we want to be. We speak, we advocate and we also preach what is best
for the Community of Hong Kong!!

The Twenty- Seventh Day of June Two Thousand and Four will be marked in indelible ink as the Birthday of HKU
SPACE ALUMNI e annals of the University of Hong Kong in general, and of HKU SPACE in particular, and its
Anniversary will henceforth be celebrated as the Advent of the HKU SPACE ALUMNI Family.

The relatively smaliish [number of members who will be gathering in Loke Yew Hall on 27t June 2004 to bear
witness to the coming into beihg of this “newborn” Family belies, and at the same time underscores, the fact
that the size of the HKU SPACE ALUMNI Family is potentially over one million strong, which is just an indication
of how much more work there is still to be done. At present, HKU SPACE possesses a database of over 230,000
active individual records, over 70,000 of whose e-mail addresses are known.

I recall it was in 1968 that Ieuan Hughes, the then Director of HKU Department of
Extramural Studies, suggested to me in my capacity as the then President of the Medical
Association that his Department could run short courses on specific medical specialties
for the medical profession provided I could nominate suitable and qualified colleagues to
give the lectures. I readily rounded up ten ENT (Ear, Nose, & Throat) Specialists, and the
first-ever CME (Continuing Medical Education) Course, “Refresher Course in ENT” (a 10-
lecture course at one lecture per week for ten weeks), for local doctors was launched by the
HKU Department of Extramural Studies in 1969. To the best of my knowledge, this was the
first time that the Department had run courses in medicine. Thus, the Medical Association
and the HKU Department of Extramural Studies together made history!

This anecdote is recorded here in lieu of the usual “Message from the President” because
what I have to say about the ALUMNI is reproduced elsewhere in this Brochure in the form
of a position paper. An interesting sequel to the 1969 episode was that since HKU charged
squite a high fee for the “ENT Course”, but the doctors who gave the lectures did so on a
voluntary basis, I decided that the Medical Association should on its own run free of charge
all future “Refresher Courses’, which is the norm today, but which at that time prompted

Ieuan Hughes to jokingly reproach me for “ruining his business”!

Of course, Extramural is now HKU SPACE. Far from being ruined, its “business” has
prospered. May the ALUMNI now prosper also!
